New Book By Julie Boatman FilucciNew Book By Julie Boatman Filucci  
 

Colorado Chapter member Julie Boat-
man Filucci recently released her first 
book, "Together We Fly: Voices From 
The DC-3," published by Aviation Sup-
plies & Academics (ASA, $24.95, 
www.asa2fly.com). The book tells the 
story of the legendary Douglas DC-3 
through the voices of the people involved 
with it, from its design and production to 
the present day. Filucci had completed 
her type rating in the airplane several 
years ago, and did an article for AOPA 

Pilot on the airplane for its 70th anniversary in 2005. "The feed-
back from that article was the most I'd ever received for a piece 
during my time at AOPA. And not just pilots wrote to tell their 
stories, but also engineers, mechanics, stewardesses, soldiers, 
and regular folks who had taken their first airline trip in the air-
plane. Capturing their voices became a quest for me, as so 
many of the people from the airplane's early days have passed 
on." 
 

Filucci researched the book over the course of six years, culmi-
nating with "The Last Time," a 75th anniversary DC-3 fly-in in 
Rock Falls, Illinois, last summer, and a commemorative flight 
on the airplane's 75th anniversary in Santa Monica in Decem-
ber 2010. Filucci currently works for Cessna Aircraft Company 
as manager of its Cessna Pilot Center flight school affiliate net-
work. She lives with her husband, Mike, a 
pilot for American Airlines, and their two 
canine children, at a fly-in community out-
side of Wichita, Kansas.
