Blicker Jungman, N628BJ, Built in 1963 in Spain for the Spanish
military. Used as a trainer until the early 1970s. Open cockpit, bi-
plane. Powered by a Tigre, 150 hp inverted in-line 4-cylinder
engine. Motor was produced by CASA/ENMA in Spain from the
1930s to the 1960s. The basic aircraft design was made in
Germany where it was used to train pilots to fly the Me-109 fighter
aircraft. Vpe is 360 kilometers/hr. Several other countries built the
aircraft as a military trainer including Japan, which built more than
2,000.
